Alison also had a tricky route, fighting her 
way through stiff competition from the No.2 seed Rachael Grinham and Laura 
Massaro respectively in the earlier rounds.  
 The final was a great showcase for the sport with Alison starting  
stronger but Jenny managing to show the form that had got her past David in 
the semiôs. More notably to the analysts out there, was the constant move-
ment showed by Duncalf, a guide to why she is ranked number 5 in the world. 
Jenny took the match 3-1 winning the title and prize money in emphatic fash-
