Two of our top young Regional talents headed for Vancouver, Canada recently for a 3 week tour however, this 
was no sightseeing jolly! Robert Dadds and Pete Dickinson were there on business, to play in The Honda Sun & 
Surf Open 2010. Joined by coach David Morgan, they warmed up by touring clubs playing top local players, 
some of whom also went on to play in the tournament. Both faired well winning the majority of their friendly 
games showing great discipline. Having squeezed some sightseeing in between, a day of rest was needed be-
fore the big day. Knowing it was going to be a difficult first round having drawn the number 2 seed, Pete pre-
pared as best he could but, despite his fighting spirit , he went out to a much older and more experienced oppo-
nent. He then went on to make the final of the consolation event where he surprisingly came up against the 
number 1 seed, having been knocked out by our very own Rob Dadds the day before. It was not to be for Pete, 
despite his efforts but definitely ñone to be proud ofò as commented by coach David Morgan. Robert played one 
of the best games of his time in Canada, beating local player and number 1 seed Tyler, to the displeasure of the 
home crowd, in what should have been a difficult match for Robert. However, he went on to make it look easy in 
an effortless win. Itôs funny how things tend to come back and bite you as Robertôs next opponent was yet an-
other local whom he beat only a few days earlier in a warm up match. However, on this occasion he found his 
opponent more difficult losing this time round. Despite the obvious disappointment of going out of the competi-
tion early on, the results were encouraging against players with far more experience at this level. Both Robert 
and Pete then attended four days training with NZ Squash Professional Stuart Dixon, who was running a camp 
for players from the US and South America.

Festival winners were Clayton Hunt (Year 6 Boys 
category), Chloe Rudkin and Alex Shuter (Year 8 
Girls and Boys category respectively). The finals, 
held at Ardleigh Squash Club, were the culmination 
of a week-long series of tournaments held at sports 
centres and clubs in the North Essex Area as part of 
Tendring District Councilôs ñActivetendringò summer 
sports programme for kids. Approximately 20 kids 
turned up daily to each venue to gain valuable atten-
dance and match points to see who would emerge 
the overall winner on the rankings at the end of the 
week.   
On the finals day three potential winners looked likely 
in the boyôs year 6 event; Harvey Moor, Clayton Hunt 
and Will Tillett. But it was in the final match of the 
day between Clayton and Harvey that proved to be 
the decisive clash with Clayton taking the game, 
points and winnerôs trophy. Chloe Rudkin was up 
against  an injured Charlotte Martin throughout the 
week but showed no mercy eventually winning by a 
clear margin to take the title for the second year run-
ning. In the Year 8 Boys category Alex Shuter took 
an impressive lead from day one, not dropping a 
game to any of his fellow competitors but had Callum 
Neale hot on his heels. Despite a Finalôs day loss to 
the more experienced Will Southworth, Alex 
achieved enough points over the week to take the 
overall Championship.
